Graffiti Removal Team (Tag Busters) 
Update 

Well, the Graffiti trailer has been up and 
running for a year now. The success rate 
has been quite tremendous with a lot of 
interest shown by the residents and 
business s of Whyalla. There has been a 
total of 100 sq./metres 
removed since the 
23/11/01 with total of 
11 man-hours taken. 
Since the start of the 
program the TAG 
Busters can lay claim 
to removing just over 
500 sq./metres of 
graffiti whether it be 
tags or vandalism. 
The TAG Busters now 
have 7 local business 
supporting the 
program financially 
and with materials. 
Last month saw three members of the TAG 
Busters team go to Adelaide and look at 
other trailers and equipment used in fighting 
graffiti at the first of the Graffiti Expo s. They 
all decided that our program here in Whyalla 
is far more advanced and better equipped 
than the teams present. There was one 
particular product, which caught their 
attention, and arrangements were made to 

purchase some of the product. 
The training package is still in the infancy 
stage and will work as a competency based 
program. The reference manual is in place, 
which will help and assist people with matter 

that they are not 
sure on. 
On average there is 
2 to 3 calls per 
week for the 
removal of graffiti. 
This last week has 
seen great 
opportunities arise 
through contact 
with KESAB and 
the introduction of 
the Graffiti Hotline 
and the Anti Graffiti 
Awards.
